CDC Studio Rehearsal Notes: Studio B will be used for dressing rooms during the above 
rehearsals for dancers that need to practice in their costumes. Little Mermaid cast will rehearse in 
regular class dance attire at the studios.  Family members who want to watch rehearsals must do 
so in the mall’s atrium. There is not enough room in the studios or office. Please show up 15 
minutes before call time. We can’t wait for late dancers. 
 
Campbell Heritage Theater Rehearsal Notes: Dancers and parents please arrive at scheduled 
time in Costume and makeup. Enter thru theater’s side doors near loading dock (see map) and go 
directly into theater.  Do not enter thru lobby. Please sit down in assigned row. Parents may sit 
behind their dancers. Dancers will be released by director when done.

We need Volunteers! Please contact Parent Volunteer Coordinator Theresa Anderson at 408-531-9158 or 
the Office 408 265-7368. All parents that are assisting backstage or in the Roosevelt Room during the 
performances should arrive 15 minutes prior to the cast arriving to insure that they receive their security 
badge and are in position to receive dancers. These parents have been assigned to oversee a group of 
dancers back stage or in the Roosevelt Room during the shows. They will escort their groups to the stage, 
wait in the wings while they are dancing and then return them back to their seats during rehearsal or to the 
Roosevelt Room during the show. 
 
Wednesday, July 13th, Dress Rehearsal!  
 
All young dancers will meet in the Campbell Heritage Theatre and be assigned to a row of seats by dance 
name. Parents may sit in row behind. Please have their hair, makeup, and costume on when you leave the 
house. Please have your child wear a man’s shirt to protect costume. 
 
The only thing allowed in the theater is bottled water. Don’t bring in other food or drinks. Your kids will be 
escorted backstage by a parent volunteer when it is time for their dance and returned to seats when done. 
They will be dismissed by artistic director when done. 
 
Saturday July 16th SHOWTIME! 
 
Matinee and Evening Shows. All dancers are to report to the Roosevelt Room one hour before 
performance time. Please have their hair, makeup and costume on when you leave the house, and wear a 
man’s shirt to protect from any accidents. Entrance to the Roosevelt Room is behind theater next to stage 
door (see map).  Once dancer is dropped off parents must go around to front lobby to enter theater. You can 
not go thru stage or side doors.  Please do not linger in RR during drop-off. 
 
The Roosevelt Room will be used for dancer’s dressing rooms and staging area for Saturday’s Matinee 
and Evening shows only (see map). It will be staged with tables and chairs for dancers to use while waiting 
to go on. We ask that parents pack puzzles etc. to entertain the dancers while their group waits to go on 
stage. We suggest that you also pack healthy snacks and bottled water for refreshments. We will have a live 
video feed from the theater stage so kids waiting can watch the show. A Parent Volunteer with security 
badge will issue you a kids pass when you drop of your dancer.  Please make sure you keep this with you. 
You will need it to pick up your dancer.   All kids will be in finale. Dancers may not be picked up at 
intermission or during the show unless you have another venue to attend. Please inform security 
during check-in.   
 
REMEMBER: 
1 Do not bring valuables, jewelry or excessive cash to the theater or dressing rooms. 
2 Label all shoes, costumes, costume pieces and props. 
3 No Junk Food!!!!!  Dancers need lots of water and healthy snacks. 
4 Bring books or coloring books for use during down time.   
5. No flash photography or video tapping allowed during Matinee or Evening Shows. Big Tree Sound 
will sell videos of the show as they did last year.  Order forms will be available at the theater and studios. 
6. No dancers in costumes allowed in audience during show. Costumes are for the stage. 
7. Parents are not allowed to walk up on stage. 
8. Parents must wait until after the show to pick up their children in the Roosevelt Room. We have 
young dancers performing throughout the length of the shows and all kids will be in the finale.  
9. Dancers staged in the Roosevelt Room will be dismissed by dance groups.  Please have your child 
pass ready when picking up your dancer.
